Annual events hosted by the club include the Annual Achievement Awards Banquet, a Speciality
Breed and Obedience Show with Sweepstakes, a WC/WCX Trial, Licensed Hunting Trials for
JUNIOR, SENIOR and MASTER Hunters, an eye clinic and heart screening, as well as a
Sanctioned Breed and Obedience Match, along with a Licensed Agility Trial.

Membership By-Laws

ELIGIBILITY: There shall be two types of membership open to all persons who are in good
standing with the American Kennel Club and who subscribe to the purposes of this Club. A) Any
person 18 years of age or over. B) Junior Membership - any person ages 8 years to 18 years, this
type of membership does not include voting privileges, nor may any Junior become an officer
or/and official member of the Board of Directors. While membership is to be unrestricted as to
residence, the Club�s primary purpose is to be representative of the breeders and exhibitors in its
immediate area.

DUES: Membership dues shall be set by the Board and be nor more than $20.00 per year, payable
on or before the 1st day of January of each year. No member may vote whose dues are not paid
for the current year. During the month of November, the Treasurer shall notify each member of
his dues for the ensuing year.

ELECTION TO MEMBERSHIP: A prospective member, after attending one (1) meeting shall
submit his/her application by completing a membership for as approved by the Board of Trustees
and which shall provide that the applicant agrees to abide by the Constitution and By-Laws and
the rules of the Cuyahoga Valley Golden Retriever Club and the rules of the American Kennel
Club. The one (1) meeting must be either a general membership meeting or a Board meeting and
must have been attended within the last 12 months prior to submitting the application.
Accompanying the application, the prospective member shall submit dues payment for the current
year.  Applicants making applications on or after September 15th, and submitting their dues
payment therewith shall not be required to pay dues for the succeeding year.

The application shall be turned into the membership committee chairperson, copies being provided
to the recording secretary, treasurer and the newsletter editor. At the first general membership
meeting or Board meeting after the applicant�s publication in the newsletter, the applicant�s name
will be read and will continue to be read at each general membership meeting and each Board
meeting thereafter until the applicant has been present for three (3) readings. One of the three
meetings must be a Board meeting. Reading of the applicant�s name will be limited to twelve (12)
consecutive months from the time of application. At the first subsequent general membership
meeting (applicant need not be present). The application will be voted on by a silent ballot. An
affirmative vote 3/4 of the membership present and voting at the meeting will be required to elect
the applicant. Results of the election will be immediately sent to the applicant by the membership
committee chairperson, copies being provided to the recording secretary, the treasurer and the
newsletter editor. Applicants for membership who have been rejected by the Club may not reapply
within the next six (6) months after such rejection.

TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP: Membership may be terminated 1) by resignation. Any
member in good standing may resign from the Club upon written notice to the Recording
Secretary; but no member may resign when in debt to the Club and they become incurred on the
first day of each fiscal year. 2) by lapsing. A membership will be considered as lapsed and
automatically terminated if such member�s dues remain unpaid 31 days after the first day of the
fiscal year; however, the Board may grant an additional 60 days of grace to such delinquent
members in meritorious cases. In no case may a person be entitled to vote at any Club meeting
whose dues are unpaid as the date of that meeting. 3) by expulsion. A membership may be
terminated by expulsion provided in Article VI of these By-Laws.
